Semester Topics:
The use of information technologies in language teaching and learning is now widespread both in Hungary and in international educational institutions. In order to be able to use these technologies effectively, future teachers themselves must acquire a sound knowledge of the nature and application of these methods. The course aims to introduce students to the practical application of information technologies in language teaching, especially in Internet-based language learning. The course also aims to raise awareness of the use of the unity of stimulations created by visual, auditory and written texts in language learning and teaching in the case of video and presentation software (PowerPoint); and draws attention to the potential of additional media tools, which, if used appropriately and systematically, can significantly support teaching and learning. The course also presents the creative possibilities for exploiting the visual dimensions of language learning and introduces students to the use of electronic networks, especially computer-assisted language learning (CALL). Regular use of online English teaching materials (e.g. the Busy Teacher site, moodle, etc.) is natural for the ‘digital native’ generation, which can be used to complete project-based tasks and enable lifelong independent learning.
